III. LEARNING OBJECTIVES
Students will choose a color scheme to depict and describe a memory
Students will find, cut, and use found colors from magazines and catalogs
Students will create their own color mixes using oil pastels
Students will design and paste found and made color mixes on 6x6 piece of paper
Students will be able to create thoughtful and personal compositions by applying what they already know about color schemes. These objectives have been chosen because it connects to previous learning. By the end of the lesson, students will be able to identify 3 different color schemes. They will also be able to create color mixes with a different medium (from tempera paint). Students will also be able to construct thoughtful personal compositions that demonstrate their knowledge of color schemes.

V. THE LESSON: DESCRIPTION and ACTIVITIES

A. Introduction                                                                                         Est. Time:   10 min

What is the subject of the lesson? What will you say or do to begin, i.e., the motivation? How will 
you find out what the students already know about the subject and focus on what is to be 
learned? 

- color memories- today we’re creating small compositions using collage or by drawing that depict a specific memory. We’re going to do this by using the color schemes we learned about before. 

- what do we know about color schemes? What are the color schemes that we’ve learned about?

Have students answer
- going to create unpredictable compositions. First of all, what’s a composition? How you arrange shapes, lines, imagery on a page. So what do I mean when I say an unpredictable composition? What would be a predictable composition? Draw horizontal/vertical lines in a box. This is predictable. 

- show students project example. >> explain memory and show use of one color scheme. 
 
- offer another approach- camp fire with various oranges in positive space with blue (tints and shades) in the negative space.

Examples of how artist use color schemes
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- what I’m looking for/ we want to create unpredictable compositions using one of the color schemes we’ve learned about. We also want to look for a variety of colors. If I’m using a monochromatic color scheme, I don’t want to use the same red. I want to find light reds, dark reds, medium reds. If I’m using a complementary color scheme, I want to find light yellows, dark yellows, light purples, dark purples, purples with hints of blue, yellows with hints of green. 

- does it have to be abstract? No. it can be representational of something in your memory

VII. INSTRUCTIONAL STRATEGIES 
· Guided inquiry
· Group discussion
· List of instructions and things to include in composition at table
· Include predictable v.s. unpredictable composition
· Instructions
· Either start with memory, think of color scheme that’s most appropriate, look for and cut out colors and shapes from magazine
· Or start with favorite color, think of memory that relates to color, think about shapes that relate to memory
· When you think you’re done
· Ask partner if it’s predictable/unpredictable
· Can partner guess what the color scheme is?
· Can partner guess memory or general feeling that’s communicated?
VIII. MAKING CONNECTIONS 
· Students previously learned about 3 color schemes in last lesson

· Painting project with primary colors

· 16 x 16 inch paper, tempera paint

· Students used stencils to create a composition, then divide the composition into 3 sections, and in each section, used a color scheme in which they used primary colors and created secondary colors by color mixing

· Students also focused on painting techniques, used a variety of paint brush sizes in order to create neat, tidy composition with distinct geometric shapes

· Students are now applying what they’ve previous learned about color schemes and color mixing and adding personal story

· Principles and elements of art

· Color- color theory, psychology

· Space- composition

· Balance and unity- composition
