Goals: What will students know and understand about elements and principles (post-modern principles too), artistic practices or materials? (Big understandings)
Students will understand they can use a variety of images from different sources to create a 2-d piece that is descriptive of them. 
Students will know how to layer images to create complex and dynamic art work. Students will also understand the importance of placement and composition.  
Learning Objectives: What will students be able to do as a result of this lesson? (Use verbs such as: create, describe, use, or select.)
Students will create either self-portrait, representational or abstract art that is descriptive of themselves. 
Students will select from different materials to create pieces.

Students will use oil pastels to start their art and will then be given newspaper and magazines to enhance their collages.

Lesson Development/Time line: How will the lesson unfold, step by step?
1. Motivation What visuals will I show? What will I say to get the students excited as I introduce the lesson? (Describe dialogue, key questions, slides, reproductions, other visuals, music, costumes, etc., you will use)
10:00- 10:10- welcome and free draw
10:10-10:30: Introductions & Rules

Sit around in circle. Name, age, grade, school, what you want to learn in this class/ what are you looking forward to doing?

10:30-10:50: Motivation
Today we’re going to create art that expresses who we are. We all have to spend 10 weeks with each other and what better way to find out more about each other than with art. 
Does anyone know what collage is?

Today we’re going to create self portraits or representational art by creating collages.

Show an example of a self portrait. 

Does anyone have any ideas on how we could create portraits by collaging? Or does anyone know any artists who do this? 
Romare Bearden:

The village Square, 1969
- what kind of materials did the artist probably use?

- How do the figures differ from one another? 
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Jazz Village, 1967

· How does this piece differ from the previous one?

· How do you think the jazz musicians feel?

· Why do you think the artist chose to use those colors for their faces

· Does anyone play an instrument? How would it feel to play one of the instruments in this piece?

2. Instruction/demonstration and work time: What specific instructions will the students need to follow? What will I need to demonstrate?

10:50- 11:30
· First give out oil pastels and black paper. Think about color choices and what you want to say about yourself

· After 10-15 minutes, hand out magazines, newspaper, glue, scissors

· Leave Romare Bearden book out as reference
· Work big, fill the page.
Mid way through, 11-11:15, show new collages to keep students engaged
