Layering, appropriation, space and perspective (bird’s eye view & zero point perspective



Goals: What will students know and understand about elements and principles (post-modern principles too), artistic practices or materials? (Big understandings)
· Students will understand that layering different material activates a drawing.
· Students will understand why artist make different decisions on which perspective to use in their drawing

Thematic Goals: In relation to the efforts of Weeksville Education program, how does this art workshop contribute to a deeper understanding of the purpose of the Heritage Center. 
· Students will gain a better understanding of the importance of community
· Including when Weeksville was an active community to students live now

· Students will better understand their roles in their communities and the roles of others around them

· Students will learn what kind of environments and people / communities they would like to live in. They will consider why they have the preferences they do.

Learning Objectives: What will students be able to do as a result of this lesson? (Use verbs such as: create, describe, use, or select.)
· Students will create drawn communities on one piece of paper.
· Students will describe the setting by choosing from markers, crayons, construction paper.
· Students will select from different colors to describe the environments they create.
· Students will use scissors to cut and glue found paper, construction paper, and/or acetate

Preparation Before Class:  What preparation is required?
· Cut paper to size
· Room set up

· Paper and pencils to write/ brainstorm

Lesson Development/Time line: How will the lesson unfold, step by step?
1. Motivation What visuals will I show? What will I say to get the students excited as I introduce the lesson? (Describe dialogue, key questions, slides, reproductions, other visuals, music, costumes, etc., you will use)
Total: 5-10 minutes

· Discuss with students the type of place Weeksville was. 
· Re/introduce the word community and ask students to define it

· Give examples of communities (and what isn’t a community)
· One’s neighborhood, school, church, scout troop, family

· Have students, on a piece of paper, make a list of 3-5 things they would want to be a part of their ideal community

· If you could live anywhere with any group or groups of people, what would you want to be in that community?
· What would be in that community? Who? Why?
· Consider what you wouldn’t want to be in your community. If you don’t like being woken up by dogs barking in the middle of the night, how would you change that? If you don’t like when people don’t recycle, what rules would you come up with so people would?
2. Instruction/demonstration and work time: What specific instructions will the students need to follow? What will I need to demonstrate?
Total: 40-45 minutes

· Students will get together in groups of 2 (or 3) and compare their lists
· Each group will decide what will be a part of the drawing before they get started
· How will the drawing be completed? Are we looking as if we’re flying over or are we looking straight on as if we’re there? 
· Bird’s eye view v.s. zero-point perspective
· Demonstration should take 2-5 minutes

· Demonstration of the acetate

· Ask students if they’re familiar with the material

· Demonstrate mixing 2 different colors of acetate

· So if I mix yellow and blue, I’ll get green. What if I color my paper yellow and add blue acetate? What if I glue newspaper and place red acetate on top?
· Demonstrate ways to cut the paper

· Confetti style

· Frayed edge (for grass)

· Encourage layering the paper to add texture to the drawing. How does layering the paper change the drawing?
Literacy and vocabulary components: What new language am I introducing? (Define the terms here as you will for your students.)

· Community- a group of people who either live or work together in the same area.
· Layering

· Bird’s eye view- an overhead  point of view or perspective, as if we’re a bird flying over and looking down
· Perspective – The way something appears when we look at it.
